Children and adults learn new languages in different ways. For children, language is their life. They study for thousands of hours every year, because they need to learn language to become part of their communities. Adults, on the other hand, are already part of a language community. Learning a new language means becoming part of another language community, and adults rarely get the chance to practice as much as young children do.
