They shape our lives in many ways. Often when they get old, torn or fall apart, we’re likely to throw them out or replace them. But one 85-year-old man is devoted to bringing old books back to life.

“I know how to do this. I enjoy doing this,” said Paul Reeder, a book repair hobbyist.

Reeder is changing the face of our textbooks, one book at a time, said Skyview High School Principal, Deb Black.

It all started just three weeks ago.

“There was an article that came out about the bad shape our books were in,” said Black.

Reeder read the article in the newspaper, and he soon appeared in Black’s office. It was the morning of April 5, 2016.

“He said,’I’m here to offer what I think may be a solution,’” Black recalled (回忆).

Reeder has been repairing books since the 1940s. Over the years, he’s worn many hats, yet his interest in book repair remained unchanged.

In the year 1992 when Reeder retired (退休), he went all in. He has repaired books for a number of organizations including the Montana Historical Society and the Billings Public Library.

Skyview’s students are not only thankful for Reeder’s help, but inspired (鼓舞) by his work.

“They have made him thank-you signs and cards. I have one girl who left me a note the other day. She wants to learn to do what Paul does. What he does is a lost art. He has done great things for our kids and for our books,” said Black.

The worn-out books are brought to Reeder on Friday, and in most cases, he’s able to return the books as good as new by the following Monday, according to Black.

The roads that wind along the Seine used to be full of heavy traffic. Today, cyclists are enjoying the waterside peace. On the right bank opposite the Eiffel Tower, cars have been made to travel in a single lane (车道), leaving the other to bicycles.

A sense of being controlled is felt by the capital’s car owners. Anne Hidalgo, the Socialist mayor of Paris, is starting “a war against cars”.

As part of the city hall’s plan to increase the share of trips taken by bicycle from 5% to 15% by 2020, protected cycling lanes are being lengthened along some of the city’s main roads. A whole road on the busy Rue de Rivoli is being changed into a two-way bike route. The left bank’s road was closed to cars in 2013, six years after the city made a bike-sharing plan.

“Paris is not anti-car, but anti-pollution”, says Jean-Louis Missika, the head of planning at city hall. Pollution levels in the city are especially high. With its narrow streets, the government is trying its best to reduce (减少) cars that do not carry passengers. Fully 80% of cars running in central Paris carry only one person, and 79% of those on its roads are privately owned. BlaBlaCar, a French ride-sharing startup, recently introduced BlaBlaLines, a new app produced to help people who travel to and from work share cars.

The war against cars started by Ms Hidalgo is also a rethink of how the city should start an age that will be shaped by electric cars and driverless transport. “It will be as great as the change from horse-drawn carriages (马车) to cars,” says Mr Missika. He expects to see the first driverless six-person taxis in Paris next year, and says that city hall will ban (禁止) privately owned cars in the centre by 2025-30.

Bryan Laubscher, one of the world’s leading astrophysicists, who study the physics and chemistry of the stars, planets, etc, is developing an invention called the Mars Elevator. To form a picture of this, you may want to imagine the story of Jack and the Beanstalk (豆茎). This is the story of a boy who grew a beanstalk that reached the heavens. Jack climbed the stalk and entered another world. The space elevator is similar but of course much more high-tech and better yet, it is real!

Astrophysicists are designing a steel-like cable (缆绳) that will be connected to a platform (平台) in the ocean. This cable is designed to be pulled up into space, where it will then be connected to a space station. People will be able to travel up and down this elevator by the year 2020. There will be a number of space elevators so that both tourists and businesses can travel into space. To get there, space tourists will simply travel to the nearest ocean elevator entrance. The trip up into space will take about a week. When they arrive, space tourists will be inside a space station and will be able to stay there. There are other alternatives(供替代的选择), too. Astronomers think it will be easy to travel from the space station to the moon, where space tourists can stay in a moon hotel — which is now being designed.

The future looks bright for space tourists. It also looks bright for industry and scientists. Mining companies will travel to space to mine elements (元素) that are rare on Earth. Energy scientists will travel to space to set up space solar panels, which will collect a huge amount of energy from the sun and shoot it back to Earth where we can use it to heat our homes and meet our energy needs.
