When I first started to learn Spanish at the age of 12，I knew I would want to live in Spain as an adult. Something drew me here，powerfully. I pursued a Spanish degree and spent my third year studying in Spain.

At first，the difference in working culture really struck me. People work very long a day—usually from 9：00 am to 7：00 pm. But they'll always take time for a decent lunch break or to enjoy a coffee at a café. There's none of that miserable business of stuffing a sandwich at your desk at 1：00 pm as in Britain.

I have also found it difficult to get used to the late nights. People are out at restaurants with their kids at 11：00 pm，and top­rating television programmes are on at 1：00 am. It is a sleepless nation，but they have got used to it from a young age. Most foreign people，of course，are in a daze for the first few months. I still drop off at 11：00 pm，when the night's just getting started.

Spanish guys are much more confident than the British. They'll chat you up，they're outspoken and they go after what they want. They say the macho (富有大男子气概的) culture has changed a lot. You can see this in the ads for family violence hotlines (热线) on Spanish television. Spain has a horrible record for it，but when I was here in 2009，it wasn't talked about. There's a sense that the nation is growing up when it comes to gender politics.

The Spanish can't make a decent cup of tea，and I miss my friends and family，but that's it.I enjoy my life  here very much.

The bed should be used as a place for sleep, but more and more people like to read an iPad a lot in bed before they go to sleep.

Charles Czeisler, a professor at Harvard Medical School, and his coworkers got a small group of people for an experiment. For five days in a row, these people read either a paper book or an iPad for four hours before sleep. Their sleep patterns were monitored all night. Before and after each trial period, they took hourly blood tests to paint a day-long picture of just how much melatonin(褪黑激素) was in their blood at any time.

When the people read the iPad as compared to the paper books, they felt less sleepy at night and less active the following morning. People also took longer to fall asleep on the iPad nights, and the blood tests showe[image: image7.png]Sk B M (ZXXK.COM)




d that their melatonin secretion(分泌) was delayed by an hour and a half.

The researchers concluded that because of the rise of e-readers and the widespread use of e-things among children and teenagers, more research into the "long-term influence of these e-things on health and safety is urgently needed." Czeisler and coworkers went on, in the research paper, to point out that reading an iPad in bed may increase cancer risk.

However, software has been developed that can reduce some of the blue light from the screens of phones and computers, and there are also glasses that are made to reduce short wavelengths. While they seem like a logic solution for the nighttime tech-users, it needs more research.
