Are you short-sighted? As we all know, it’s bad for our eyes to use mobile phones
and watch TV too much. It is said that eyesight also has something to do with the time to
get an education. Is it true?

The more years you spend in full-time education, the more short-sighted you are
likely to be, according to a large UK study.

The study is carried out by Cardiff and Bristol University scientists, They analyzed
(447 information on the genetics, eyesight and educational background of 68,000 people
in the UK. They wrote a report and sent it to a medical magazine in England.

The r.eport tells that a person who spent 17 years on education is more short-sighted
than someone who left school at the age of 16 after spending 12 years on education. It’s
about on average more than 100 degrees.
