Some studies find that children who study music have better grades. According to Robert A Cutietta and Harvey Mercadoocasio, authors of “Raising Musical Kids: A Guide for Parents”, “Students who study music in high school, as a group, have higher scores than those not in bands.”

Studying music may not immediately lead to higher grades. It does, however, make students gain skills that can lead to success in tests.

Through listening to music, one can enjoy the joy which music may bring into his life. Performing as a musician increases this joy, while developing self-confidence. According to Cutietta and Mercadocasio, “Being involved in music in a meaningful (and knowledgeable) way will add greatly to the quality of your child’s life. It increases brain power along the way.”
