The number of adults who ride for fitness is around 17 million,an increase of 70 percent over four years  ago.  Twice  as many women as men are coming to the sport. Americans are falling in love with biking  because  it  has  speed,  the benefits of jogging and beautiful scenery.Bicycling is a very appropriate sport, which is important to people who injured their knees while jogging or  whose joints are aching from aerobics. And biking is a real awakening for people who havebeen into race walking in the past. Race walking is as dull as watching paint dry.
