‘Babbage. Babbage designed the early computing machine that he hoped would be ablc to-quickly
solve math problems. In addition to helping Babbage design the carly computer program,
Lovelace was also the first to recognize that the machine might be able to do more than
caleulation:

Tu Youyou

Tu Youyou, born in 1930, became the first Chinese scientist to win the Nobel Prize in
Physiology or Medicine. In the 19705, Tu worked to fiad a way to prevent the spread of malaria

“That was the beginning of Anita Kruse’s project, Purple Songs Can Fly, one that has helped
more than 125 young patients write and record songs. As 2 composer ({f 1K) and pianist who
had performed at the hospital, Kruse said that the idea of how she could help “came in one flash”.

“The effect on the kids has been great. Onc teenage girl, curling (84) in pain in her
‘wheelchair, stood without anyone’s help (o dance to a hip-hop song she had writfen. A
12-year-old boy with Hodgkin's disease who rarely spoke surpriscd his doctors with a song he
called “I Can Make It”.

“My time with the kids is heartbreaking because of the severity of their illnesses,” says
Anita Kruse. “But they also make you happy, when the children are smiling, excited to share
their CD with their families.”

‘meet the suggested weekly amount of physical activity. However, to be in the best health,
‘Stamatakis says more exercise is better.

‘The WHO suggests thit the adults should get a least 150 minutes of moderate (ISE9) to
intense (RZVAY) activity per week. For the best results, the organization suggests 75 minutes per
week of intense physical activity.
