    Researchers at the Albert Einstein College of Medicine in New York selected 34 adults ， men and women． All of the volunteers had played soccer since childhood and  now competed year﹣round  in adult soccer leagues． Each filled out a detailed questionnaire developed especially for this study to determine how many times they had headed a soccer ball in the previous year ， as well as whether they had experienced any known concussions  in the past．
    Then the players completed computerized tests of their memory and other learning skills and had their brains scanned， using a complex new  M．  R． I． technique which can find structural changes in the brain that can 't be seen during most scans．
    According to the data they presented ，  the  researchers found that the  players who had headed the ball more than about 1 ， 100 times in the previous 12 months showed significant loss of white matter in parts of their brains involved with memory ，  attention and the processing of visual information ， compared with players who had headed the ball less．
    This pattern of white matter loss is " similar to those seen in traumatic brain injury" ，   like that after a serious concussion， the researchers reported ， even though only one of these players was reported to have ever experienced a concussion．
    The players who had headed the ball about 1 ， 100 times or more in the past year were also generally worse at remembering lists of words read to them ，  forgetting the words far more often than players who had headed the ball less．

【点评】近几年高考试题中的完形填空有新的变化，试题所涉及的知识面不断拓宽，综合难度不断提高．做完型填空首先要通读全文，了解大意．一篇完形填空的文章有许多空格，所以，必须先通读一至两遍，才能大概了解文章的内容．千万不要看一句，做一句．其次要逐句分析，前后一致．选择答案时，要考虑整个句子的内容，包括搭配、时态、语法等．答案全填完后，再通读一遍文章，检查是否通顺流畅了，用词得当，意思正确．

4． them．考查代词，them指代前面的dreams，放在介词后面使用宾格形式，故填them．
5． took．考查时态，take a trip：旅行，根据met可知是过去的动作，故填过去时took．
6． scissors．考查名词，根据前面的a pair of可知应该填写复数形式，故填scissors．
7． What．考查连词，结合句意可知，这是what引导的主语从句，因为从句中缺少主语，故填what．
8． valuable． 考查形容词，根据were可知后面是两个形容词并列，故填valuable．
9． to create．考查不定式，the ability to do sth：做某事的能力，故填to create．
10．until．考查连词，这是not until结构，直到…才，直到62岁才开KFC，故填until．
【点评】在一篇200词左右的语篇（短文或对话）中留出10处空白，部分空白的后面给出单词的基本形式，要求考生根据上下文填写空白处所需的内容或所提供单词的正确形式，所填写词语不得多于3个单词．要做好语法填空题，理解短文是解题的前提，扎实的词汇、句型和语法知识是基础，英语国家的背景知识是必要的补充．考生须灵活运用语法知识，如单词词性、单词时态、名词单复数、连接词、代词、冠词等判断各空白处应填写的内容．答完后，还要通读全文，核对所填单词形式是否正确，是否符合语境．

4． friend 改为 friends，考查名词的数，前面有one of，所以用复数名词．
5． deal 和 it 中间加 with，考查固定搭配，deal为不及物动词，后跟宾语，要加介词with．
6． and  改为 but ，考查连词，前后句意是转折关系，所以用but连接．
7． 去掉 rest  前的 to，考查固定搭配，let sb do sth让某人做某事．
8． drink 改为 drank，考查时态，描述过去的事情，所以用一般过去时态．
9． Fortunate 改为 Fortunately ，考查副词，修饰句子，所以用副词．
0． us 改为 ourselves，考查反身代词，enjoy oneself玩的开心，指主语we本身，所以用ourselves．
【点评】1先通读全文．认真阅读短文，在做题之前确保已经弄清原文大意．注意文章中上下文的逻辑关系是否正确，时态、人称、主谓、指代等是否一致．
2．聚焦出题热点、综合运用所学语言知识，分句（注意以句子为单位而不是以行为单位）对不同的错误情况进行分析和回答（即改词、加词或减词）．
3．再次通读全文，校对自己的改正是否正确．一般各种改错的方式都应该用到，如果出现了某一种改法（如加词、减词等）没有用到，要考虑自己的改错应该有问题，要对刚才不是很有把握的行进行推敲．在自己认为正确的行后划勾，并且校对其他行改正的符号是否准确，大小写是否拼写正确（这点同学们很容易忽视）．如果某一行有两种改错方式要推敲哪一种是最佳改法．

【点评】写作时，考生要尽量使用自己熟悉的单词句式，尽可能的使用较复杂的句子结构，尽量使用高级词汇以便得到较高的分数．写作是一个厚积薄发的过程，是一项将积累释放于一时的过程．积累越深厚，释放就越精彩；积累越科学，释放就越有效．
