The health benefis of cngaging in physical activty (PA) during childhood include enhanced finess,
cognitive function and bone health; reduced body. fatness, motor skill development, and favoursble
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Cardiovascular and metsbolc discase sk profies. Being sctive during childhood can also improve
self-esecm and reduce symptoms of anicty and depression. Paricipation in PA in youth i of great
importance as PA mat tsck into adulthood where sdequate levels pf PA are protetive against many chronic
discases. However, in the UK appropriately 75% of boys and 80% of gils aged 5-10 years ar not mecting
the daiy recommendation of 60 minuies of moderate to vigorous physical activiy..

Unstrucured play is also an essentisl partof chikdhood which casbles childre to develop a reltionship
with their suroundings and cahances social skills, coonination and. streagth. Outdoor environments
facilse play and are associaed with increased levels of PA. Thus, children should be provided with daily
opportunitics o play outdoors. The school cnvironment provides such an opportunity through the provision
of playtime. Playtime normally fakes place on the concret school playground and lasts fo a least oo hour
per day. However, universally playtme s repored to make reltivly small contributions to hildren's overall
daily activity requiremens. I the UK. only one known study has reporied the contribution of playtime (o
overll activity requirements, with coniributions being as low a5 4 $%.

A number of studics have successully increased playtime PA through th introduction of interventions
such as spors or games equipment,playground markings, itness breaks and playground structures. Howerver,
these types of interventions tend to faciltste struetured rather than wnstuctured PA. Unsimctured PA s
essental to chidhood development and thercfore needs o be cncouraged during playtinn.

Natural environments can cncourage unsructurd play and may therfore play a rok in fsciltting

snstructured PA. during playtime. Natursl covironments provide large open spaces which cncourage
individuas to b active, whilst aress lacking nature may restrict PA due to limited space and parental fears
over crime and road traffc. Children report 2 prefesence for play in natural environmenis, with nature
faciliating more imaginaive and nventive plsy.

Furthermore, adolesceats living in uwban setings with access o green spaces such as parks ar more
likely to be physically active than their peers wilhout park access,indicating that al forms of nature can be
used 252 too for engaging youth in PA. Thus, if school playtime were performed on the school ield it is
possible that childen's PA lvels would be increased. To date, ther i a ack of data quanifying the impact
of natural environments on lvels of PAin chikdre, particulary within th school sctng.

Performing PA in a natural environment (“Green Exercise”) has also been demenstraed o provide
improvements i self-cstcem in aduls, whether participants are simply viewing scenes of nature or direely
ineracting with natural avironments. Studiesin dolescents and children suggest that Gresn Exercse has no
such additive ffecton slf-cstcem compared o excreise in other cavironments.

However, the enly known stdy in children examined the impact of & green playtime iniervention
consisting of orentcering (BB ICT ) . The tsk-orientd, sructured naure of oienicering may not
faciliste the green excrcise effert. Unstructured. free play in & natural cavironment may allow greser
ineraction with the cnvironmen, thus benefiting sel-estcem.
