If you’re hoping to lose weight, forget about relying on the willpower(意志力). Scientists say what you really need is a little forward planning. Make healthy shopping lists, take fruit to work, and even spend some time thinking up excuses to turn down others’ offers of sweet treats, and the pounds will drop off.

The study focused on how people can increase their daily intake of fruit and vegetables. This leads to weight loss, because you fill up on healthy foods and feel less tempted(诱惑的) to eat sweets. The key to success is planning ahead. Write a list and make a wise plan to change behavior or lose weight, because this is a method that works.

The researchers studied more than 200 people aged 18 to 50. They were asked how much fruit and vegetables they had eaten in a day in the last week. The team also asked if they wanted to increase their intake of these foods, how they would do so, what problems they might face and what health benefits it could have. People, who said they would plan ahead of time, were more likely to succeed in eating healthily. What’s more, those who understood the health benefits of eating well also found it easier to change their habits.

Planning is particularly helpful in some situations, such as when you are offered cakes at work. Knowing what to say ahead of time makes avoiding temptation much easier. Dr. Cristina Godin said, "We found that having proper methods to deal with a range of eating situations is very important. It can help people manage their daily dietary (饮食的) choices."

Planning menus and taking fruit to the workplace are examples of methods some people use. Planning is a great process that helps people to make the right choices. Eating more fruit and vegetables has been proven to keep weight down, because it can replace less healthy food.
