How to get to the city centre

By train

The Gatwick Express goes from Gatwick Airport to London Victoria train and underground station in Central London.

Trains go every 15 minutes and the journey to Central London takes half an hour.

First Class tickets cost £25(single), £48(return).

Express Class costs £17(single), £29(return).

Southern Trains services run four times an hour to Victoria with a journey time of around 35 minutes.

By taxi 
There are taxis outside the airport day and night. The journey to Central London takes 55-70 minutes. A London taxi takes up to 5 people.

The average cost from the airport to Central London is £75- £100.

By car

Gatwick Airport is 28 miles(45 km) south of London. There are 4 car parks next to the airport and there are car rental(租赁) offices open from 8:00 to 18:00. The journey to London takes 60-75 minutes.

All cars pay a special £8 charge to go into Central London.

By bus

National Express and EasyBus have services to Central London. EasyBus services go every 20 minutes. The journey takes one hour and costs £2.

There is one National Express bus an hour. The journey takes 90 minutes and costs £7.60.

Mayre Abboud Melki and her husband will be always grateful they were not home when an explosion over a mile away tore through it. On August 4，a serious explosion rocked Beirut, Lebanon, causing widespread destruction（摧毁） across the city. Thousands were injured, over 100 people lost their lives, and countless others were left homeless. While May’s house was left standing, it was seriously damaged, and her husband’s store was destroyed. Still, she refused to give up!

When the 79-year-old woman stepped into her home of 60 years a day later, she was heartbroken. Broken glass and bricks littered the floor, a lot of facilities were ruined（破坏）, and there were holes in the walls. Still, she felt hopeful when she saw that her piano, a wedding gift from her father, was untouched. That’s when she sat down and began to play.

As volunteers worked to clean up the house, she played “Auld Lang Syne” and then some Arabic songs. “She pushed through the pain and tried to have a few moments of peace, ” her granddaughter, May-Lee Melki, said. “To see her lean into her faith was something that was a strong message to her community and our family immediately.”

Her resilience(坚韧) with the encouraging music inspired her loved ones and thousands of people around the world! May-Lee shared a video of the powerful moment on Facebook, and it quickly went viral(走红). It isn’t hard to see why! In May-Lee’s words, it “was able to express a symbol of hope and peace among all of the despair.(绝望)”

A great exhibition marking the 600th anniversary of the construction of the Forbidden City in Beijing was launched(启动[image: image1.png]


) on Thursday.

The exhibition, held at the Palace Museum in Beijing, is divided into three parts covering three historical periods: the city’s construction during the Ming Dynasty (1368-1644); adjustment of the layout during the Qing Dynasty (1644-1911) and developments since the institution of the Palace Museum in 1925.

Visitors will be introduced to the attractions of classical Chinese architectures(建筑), traditional engineering techniques as well as Chinese philosophy(哲学). Meanwhile, they will have the opportunity to enjoy the fantastic scenery of the palace during the four seasons.

The exhibition, titled “Everlasting Splendor: Six Centuries at the Forbidden City,” will run until November 15th at the Meridian Gate, according to the museum.

Constructed from 1406 to 1420, the Forbidden City measures 961 meters from north to south and 753 meters from east to west. It covers an area of around 720,000 square meters. With red walls and yellow glazed roof tiles(琉璃瓦), the Forbidden City represents(代表) the highest level of Chinese architecture and influences cultural development of East Asia.

The Palace Museum reopened on May 1st after a three-month closure due to the COVID-19 epidemic. The daily arrivals rise up to 12,000 from July 28th. Visitors still need to book tickets online, have their temperatures checked before entering, wear masks and practice social distancing in the exhibition halls.

Nearly twenty years have passed since China launched the first Beidou satellite in 2000. In that time more Beidou satellites were sent into orbit(轨道), forming the Beidou Navigation Satellite System(BDS, 北斗卫星导航系统). In late 2012, it began providing positioning, navigation, timing and messaging services for people in China and other parts of the Asia-Pacific region(区域).

At the end of 2018, BDS started to provide global services. “This marked Beidou’s entering a ‘global era’ from its ‘regional era’, ” BDS Spokesman Ran Chengqi said at a news conference.

Now with two more Beidou satellites launched on Dec.16th, 2019, BDS has 53 satellites in orbit－more than US government’s Global Positioning System(GPS), which has 31 active satellites. That launch means the core(核心) of Beidou’s third-generation network is now in place. It is expected to greatly improve the system’s ability to serve users worldwide. 

A signal receiver on Earth－your smart phone, for example, measures its distance from at least three satellites by recording the amount of time it takes to receive their signals. Then it can calculate(计算) its location. With so many satellites, BDS can provide a more accurate(精确的) calculation. While GPS calculates locations to within a few meters, BDS reduces the error to centimeters. This high-precision(高精确度的) service is useful for land surveying, mapping, agriculture and automated driving.

China is willing to share BDS with the world. According to Ran, BDS products have been exported(出口) to more than 120 countries and regions. “The Beidou system will always stick to the development idea of ‘China’s Beidou, the world’s Beidou and the first-class Beidou ’, serving the world and benefiting mankind,” Ran told reporters after the latest launch. He added that future plans call for a smarter and more accessible(易使用的) system with Beidou as its core, to come online by 2035.
